Capital Brewery’s Island Wheat Arrives on Shelves Monday

The “Refreshingly Different” brew will tantalize beer drinkers across Wisconsin

MIDDLETON, Wis. (February 24, 2006) – Capital Brewery announced today that its newest brew, Island Wheat, is scheduled to be on shelves across Wisconsin as soon as Monday.  Island Wheat is the latest beer to join Capital Brewery’s beer line-up, offering a great entrance to craft beers for those who normally prefer mass-produced light beers.

“Since its unveiling in August, a select few Madison-area establishments have been serving Island Wheat to a very accepting group of consumers,” says Carl Nolen, President of Capital Brewery.  “Response has been tremendous, especially from those who previously thought craft beers were too heavy.”

The company expects to initially distribute as many as 8,500 cases of Island Wheat and an additional 2,000 case equivalents of draught beer to the Wisconsin market by March 1.  About 5,500 cases will be distributed in Madison alone.  Prices for Island Wheat are comparable to Capital Brewery’s Wisconsin Amber ranging from $6.99 to $7.49 for a 6-pack or $12.99 to $13.99 for a 12-pack.

Capital Brewery has made this a family affair.  Every employee of the brewery will be involved in the distribution.  In fact, Nolen himself will be traveling in a delivery truck on Monday to distribute Island Wheat to the local market.  

Little do many Island Wheat drinkers know that in drinking it, they are performing a social good for the state of Wisconsin.  

Island Wheat is recognized as a prominent contributor to the economic development of Wisconsin and, specifically, Door County and Washington Island because farmers in the area can now use their fertile land and moisture-rich climate to grow organic, high-quality wheat.  After a year of trial brewing, Capital Brewery succeeded in their search for an ale that is refreshing but still rich in flavor due in large part to the Wisconsin-grown wheat. 

Capital Brewery is committed to including Wisconsin-grown wheat in their newest ale. Although no longer known as “America’s Breadbasket” as it was during the 1800’s, Wisconsin is still host to some of the forefront research and development of small grains worldwide. 

Capital Brewery Company, Inc. is a publicly-held company based in Middleton, Wisconsin. In addition to the new wheat ale, Capital Brewery brews seven annual, four seasonal and four limited release beers amounting to 17,000 barrels a year. In November 1998, it was named the top brewery in America by the Beverage Tasting Institute of America, an independent panel of international beer experts.
